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Privacy Policy
To insure the privacy rights of individuals, the obtaining of vital records are subject to the following guidelines:

Baptismal and Funeral records

1) All birth and funeral records of individuals who have been dead for at least 50 years are considered to be in the public domain and are open to the public. Copies of these records may be made for anyone.

2) Concerning individuals who are still living or have been dead less than 50 years, photocopies of records can be made for:


a) The actual individual or for an applicant if the person in question is a direct          
     ancestor, descendant or spouse.


b)  The applicant is a qualified legal representative.

3) Applicants who do not meet the requirements of 2a or 2b can still view any record of the past 50 years and make handwritten copies of any or all information found in the record.

Marriage records

All marriage records, regardless of date, are considered to be in the public domain and photocopies can be made for anybody.

Note: These guidelines are based upon Nebraska Revised Statute §71-612, which is also the basis for guidelines used by both the Douglas County Office of Vital Statistics, and the Nebraska Department of Health and Human Services in Lincoln.
