Read: Matthew 9:35-10:23.

In the Old Testament lesson for this week (Exodus 19:2-8a) God once again establishes a covenant with the house of
Jacob, just as God established a covenant with Abram in Genesis 12. God is making a priestly people, a holy nation to
bless the world. In Matthew 9 and 10, Jesus now is establishing his covenant with his followers to bless others. Just
as Jesus himself tells good news to people and heals every disease and sickness (9:35), his followers will go out and
do similar acts of the kingdom (10:1 and 7). Those sent out by Jesus are doing the work of Jesus. The task was not
easy for Jesus and will not be easy for his followers (10:16-23), but the Spirit of God will go with them (10:20). This
passage is filled with compassion and is sobering at the same time. This is not someone else’s ministry. It is the call
all followers of Jesus have in some form. It is a daring mission that requires courage and wisdom (10:16). It is not an
optional task. Our work as Jesus’ hands, feet, and voice in the world day in and day out wins because we do not go
alone, but with the Spirit of God. How do you accomplish the task of being Jesus’ hands, feet, and voice in the world?
Pray: Almighty God, send us out with your message of hope and compassion that heals through Christ our
Savior and Lord. Amen.

There are many opportunities to serve on and/or financially support a mission team. Have you been on a mission
trip? If so, share your story with someone and invite them to get involved. If not, find out more about supporting or
joining a mission trip locally and globally.

“Make a joyful noise to the Lord, all the earth. Worship the Lord with gladness; come into his presence with
singing” (Psalm 100:1-2). I've Got the Joy, Joy, Joy, Joy Down in My Heart is a popular Christian song written in the
1920’s and still stirs memories and joy in the hearts of many. Take a moment to make a joyful noise to the Lord and
sing this well-known song.
