In both cases a 

boundary is crossed: in Jesus’ time the hemorrhaging woman was considered ritually unclean, polluting others by her touch, 

and anyone who touched a corpse also became unclean. In Mark’s gospel Jesus breaks down barriers, from his first meal at a 

tax collector’s house to his last breath on the cross as the temple curtain is torn in two. We dare to touch Jesus in our 

“uncleanness” and to live as a community that defines no one as an outsider.

Paul encourages the Corinthians to honor their commitment to participate in the collection his churches are organizing for the 

Christians in Jerusalem. He presents Jesus as an example of selfless stewardship and reminds them that Christians have 

received abundantly so that they can share abundantly. 

ow as you excel in everything—in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in utmost eagerness, and in our 

love for you—so we want you to excel also in this generous undertaking. 

 8I do not say this as a command, but I am testing the genuineness of your love against the earnestness 

of others. 9For you know the generous act of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your 

sakes he became poor, so that by his poverty you might become rich. 10And in this matter I am giving my 

advice: it is appropriate for you who began last year not only to do something but even to desire to do 

something—11now finish doing it, so that your eagerness may be matched by completing it according to 

your means.

Both Jairus and the unnamed woman come to Jesus in faith, believing in his power to heal and bring life 

out of death. 

hen Jesus had crossed again in the boat to the other side, a great crowd gathered around him; and 

he was by the sea. 22Then one of the leaders of the synagogue named Jairus came and, when he 

saw him, fell at his feet 23and begged him repeatedly, “My little daughter is at the point of death. Come 

and lay your hands on her, so that she may be made well, and live.” 24So he went with him. 

  And a large crowd followed him and pressed in on him. 25Now there was a woman who had been 

suffering from hemorrhages for twelve years. 26She had endured much under many physicians, and had 

spent all that she had; and she was no better, but rather grew worse. 27She had heard about Jesus, and 

came up behind him in the crowd and touched his cloak, 28for she said, “If I but touch his clothes, I will 

be made well.” 29Immediately her hemorrhage stopped; and she felt in her body that she was healed of her 

disease. 30Immediately aware that power had gone forth from him, Jesus turned about in the crowd and 

said, “Who touched my clothes?” 31And his disciples said to him, “You see the crowd pressing in on you; 

how can you say, ‘Who touched me?’ ” 32He looked all around to see who had done it. 33But the woman, 

knowing what had happened to her, came in fear and trembling, fell down before him, and told him the 

whole truth. 34He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well; go in peace, and be healed of your 

disease.” 

 35While he was still speaking, some people came from the leader’s house to say, “Your daughter is 

dead. Why trouble the teacher any further?” 36But overhearing what they said, Jesus said to the leader of 

the synagogue, “Do not fear, only believe.” 37He allowed no one to follow him except Peter, James, and 

John, the brother of James. 38When they came to the house of the leader of the synagogue, he saw a 

commotion, people weeping and wailing loudly. 39When he had entered, he said to them, “Why do you 

make a commotion and weep? The child is not dead but sleeping.” 40And they laughed at him. Then he 

put them all outside, and took the child’s father and mother and those who were with him, and went in 

where the child was. 41He took her by the hand and said to her, “Talitha cum,” which means, “Little girl, 

get up!” 42And immediately the girl got up and began to walk about (she was twelve years of age). At this 

they were overcome with amazement. 43He strictly ordered them that no one should know this, and told 

them to give her something to eat.

Horse is based on a true story of Lexington, America's 
most famous race horse.  Geraldine Brooks is a 
Pulitzer Prize winning author who skillfully brings the 
past to life and writes a compelling story of American 
history. The novel begins in Washington D.C. in 2019 
where characters, Theo and Jess are introduced. Theo 
is a Nigerian American art historian who discovers an 
old painting of a horse in a box of belongings 
discarded by his neighbor. Jess is a native Australian 
scientist at the Smithsonian who is studying the 
skeleton of a horse that has been found in an attic. 
These two characters are brought together in their 
interest in ϐinding the history of this horse.  The story 
then goes to 1850 Lexington, Kentucky, where Jarret, a 
slave boy, serves as a horse groomsman and bonds 
with a bay foal.

CARING	CONVERSATIONS	 
Discuss in your home, small group, or use for personal reϐlections:  
Have you ever experienced a time of joy after an illness or death happened? Explain.  
How does faith help you in tough times as well as in times of joy?  
 
DEVOTIONS	 
Read:	Psalm 30 and Mark 5:21-43.  
This psalm gives real understanding and emotional depth to the lives described in Mark 5. It tells of the agony of a woman’s 12-
year illness and a father’s losing and regaining a beloved daughter. Faith experiences major ups and downs with a need for 
persistence and hope, even in the midst of desperation. The psalmist knows this well and can speak for the characters in Mark 5 
and for us. When life is good there is a blind conϐidence that cannot fathom future pain, and we say, “I	shall	never	be	moved”	(Psalm 
30:6). But, then we experience unbelievable anguish and grief. It catches us unprepared and we say, “O	Lord,	be	my	helper!”	(v. 10). 
Faith accepts that we go from unimaginable abandonment to joy, but not just once. In the midst of the good times and the hard 
times we are urged to sing and pray the words of Psalm 30:5b. This verse has been described as a summary of the entire Book of 
Psalms. Faith, even in desperate times, believes joy eventually comes to stay forever.  
Discuss:	When have you gone through a tough time and looked back with a glad heart for God’s goodness to you?  
Pray:	God	of	steadfast	love,	help	us	to	be	humble	of	heart	during	times	of	joy	and	people	of	hope	during	times	of	pain	and	
loss	through	Jesus	Christ,	our	great	Healer	and	Savior.	Amen.	 
 
SERVICE	 
Jesus calls us to serve our neighbor in love. Based on the Daily Bible Readings and theme for this week, how can you care for 
someone experiencing loss and grief?  
 
RITUALS	AND	TRADITIONS	 
In 2 Corinthians 8, Paul wrote about ϐinancial giving. Christians are encouraged to give ϐinancially to the work of God’s kingdom and 
for the wider needs of the world. Think or talk about giving to others through an offering collected in your home. Place a bowl or a 
basket in a visible place in your home to collect loose coins and dollars regularly. Pray:	Dear	Lord	Jesus,	help	us	to	remember	
that	you	treated	us	with	undeserved	kindness	by	giving	up	all	your	riches	so	that	we	could	become	rich	through	you.	
Amen.
